Literary Devices

1. Symbolism – A symbol in literature is the use of one thing to represent an entire set of ideas. In this novel the central symbol is that of fire representing the extinguishing of thinking, imagining, and appreciating. 
2. Alliteration – Alliteration is the repetition of one letter sound in order to produce a desired effect. 

3. Metaphor – A metaphor is an implied comparison between two seemingly unlike objects. 
4. Simile – A simile is a comparison of two seemingly unlike objects which uses the words "like" or "as." 

5. Irony – A situation is ironic when it becomes the exact opposite of what is intended. 

6. Foreshadowing – These are the author’s hints as what is to take place in future time within the novel
